ÅPaper 1 ςExplorations in Creative Reading and Writing. 

ÅSection A - 20th or 21st Century text with 4 questions.

ÅSection B - An image or title is given and pupils select one to create a descriptive piece. 

ÅPaper 2 ςWritersΩ ±ƛŜǿǇƻƛƴǘǎ ŀƴŘ tŜǊǎǇŜŎǘƛǾŜǎΦ

ÅSection A - 19thCentury text and 20th or 21st Century text for comparison and 4 questions.

ÅSection B - Pupils must respond to a statement and demonstrate that they can argue or 
explain a point of view.

Å Foundation paper allows students to get a grade 5 ςthis is roughly equivalent to a B 
grade.

Å 3 sets (11W3, 11S1 and 11S2) will be taking the Foundation paper.

Å 11W1 and 11W2 will take the Higher paper (up to grade 9).

GCSE Statistics ςalready completed in year 10 ςresults 24th August

Å A separate GCSE qualification.

Å 2 exam papers ςone based upon knowledge of how to deliver a statistical investigation.

Å Compliments the statistics elements of the GCSE Maths.
